Hosei International Fund (HIF) International Scholars Fellowship
Application Guidelines

Hosei  University celebrated its 100tk
anniversary in 1980 and established the Hosei
International Fund (HIF). Thanks to this HIF,
the international cooperation in academic
research has been developed. As one
undertaking covered by this fund, we are
recruiting  HIF  International  Scholars
Fellowship as follows.

Purpose

HIF Fellowship Program is for young
international scholars enrolled in a doctoral
program at a graduate school or have a doctoral
degree. It provides opportunities for them to
carry out non-degree research programs under
the guidance and cooperation of faculty
members and researchers at Hosei University.
It i1s expected that the joint research will
contribute to Hoseil and we are looking forward
to applications from young international
researchers who can share the purpose.

Quialifications / Eligibility

Applicant must :

ebe a foreign national (includes being a stateless
person, or a foreign national currently residing in
Japan)

<be enrolled in a doctoral degree program or have
obtained a Doctorate no more than 8 years ago as
of April 1, 2027, or its equivalent as recognized
by the University. In this case, periods of
applicant's childcare leave, etc. (maternity and
childcare leave) will not be included in this “8
years”.

& have sufficient fluency in either Japanese or
English

& not have been a previous recipient of this

fellowship
#not be currently enrolled in Hoseil University.

Research Areas

Research areas include those studies in the
humanities, social or natural sciences, or
engineering as deemed acceptable by Hosei. Also
refer to page 12 and onward for information
concerning faculties, graduate school departments,
research institutes.

*Notel: Positions are not available in medical or
veterinary  sciences, pharmacology, nursing,
agriculture, marine sciences, home economics, fine

arts.

*Note2:Any research involving the import/export
of components and/or technology which could lead
to creation, production and development of
weapons of mass destruction is unacceptable in
accordance with Japanese Government policy.

Fellowships Available

Fellowship Period

6 months

The academic year begins in April and ends in
March; however, HIF Fellows can begin their
research either in April or October of 2027



Fellowship Grant

During the six-month invitation period, An HIF
Fellow can receive 300,000JPY each month.

As the first installment of the scholarship payment
will be made from three-week to one-month
because of opening a bank account in Japan and
transferring its process, the grantee is recommended
to prepare immediate living funds.

Travel Grant and Other Perquisites

¢An HIF Fellow can receive a subsidy up to
300,000 JPY for the economy class round-trip
(up to 150,000 JPY for one-way travel). As a
general rule, inbound travel expenses will be
paid after arrival in Japan, calculated on the
basis of the shortest itinerary and shortest
path from the applicant’s home-country
address. Applicants who reside in Japan are
not eligible for travel expenses. As a general
rule, return travel expenses will be paid in
actual cost prior to departure, solely in cases
where the return to the home country is made
within one month after the end of the
research period, using the shortest itinerary
and shortest path.

¢An HIF Fellow may receive assistance in his/her
research from the research advisor, participate in
lectures and seminars, and use facilities of Hosei
University.

¢An HIF Fellow will be provided with shared
office space, and a Hosei University network ID.

®After arriving in Japan, you are required to
enroll in the National Health Insurance
program at your local municipal office and

pay the National Health Insurance premiums.

Please note that, as a general rule, failure to
pay the premiums may result in the denial of
an application for a change or renewal of your
status of residence. Depending on the
municipality, you may be required to pay up
to one year's worth of National Health
Insurance premiums in advance when
enrolling.

(approximately around 100,000 yen). Please
ensure that you are able to make this
payment if advance payment is required at
the time of enrollment. (If your income in
Japan in the previous year was
approximately 1,000,000 yen or less, you may

apply for a reduction of 20%-70% of the
insurance premium.)

Housing

Hosei University will provide, upon request, a

furnished  apartment. However, the rent
(approximately ¥100,000 per month including
utilities) must be borne by the Fellow. (Note that

rental expenses are subject to change)

In addition, while residing in the university’s
furnished housing, one mobile phone will be
provided for personal use during your stay in
Japan.

Requisite

&The HIF Fellow must submit a research reports
(approximately 30 A4 sized pages) in Japanese or
English to the Global Education Center, Hosei
University, within a month after the completion of
HIF research program; the reports will comprise
the HIF Fellowship Program Papers publication
“Hosei University International Fund Foreign
Scholars Fellowship Reports” issued by the

Center every two years.
The research paper will be posted on Hosei
University Repository.

& Within 2 years after the completion of HIF
research program, the HIF Fellow, shall make
public the results or findings in oral or written
form, via academic papers, academic journal
articles, books, or presentations at international
conferences or symposiums. The HIF Fellow
shall acknowledge in their report that the research
was conducted under the auspices of the Hosei
International Fund (HIF) Foreign Scholars
Fellowship and shall submit the copies of the
results of their research to Hosei University.

#During the Fellowship period, the HIF Fellow
shall give lectures and seminars to faculty,
stuff, and students of Hosei with the support
and guidance of the research advisor. The
fellow shall present the results of his/her HIF
research and raise awareness of this program,
and give the results back to the members of
Hosei.



Other Conditions

¢All statements made in the application must be
true and correct in every detail; if found otherwise,
the grant will be withdrawn.

¢ Grantees who are concurrently awarded a
scholarship from any other institution or

organization in Japan will have their HIF grants
suspended or reduced according to the amount
received from these outside sources.

& The Fellow may not engage in any paid activities
for a Japanese or foreign institution, while
receiving the HIF Fellowship.

recommendation in item 5 above)

Selection Procedure

A committee will be set up to select HIF
Fellowship recipients according to the documents
submitted.

The results will be notified to all applicants by
email on Tuesday December 1st, 2026. No
inquiry about the results will be answered before
this date.

No inquiries concerning the committee decision
process will be answered.

If an academic advisor were not found, the
applicant may fail.
