Agreement Sheet

By moving into the dormitory, I agree to comply with all of the following rules.
If I violate any of the rules during my stay, I agree to pay a penalty of 10,000 yen, and depending on the
situation, I may be forced to move out.

Contractual coverage
(DAt the time of application, the tenant must select a move-out month from July, August, January, February, or March.
If the tenant wishes to extend the contract period, the application must be submitted by the end of the
month prior to the scheduled contract end month.
Requests for extension after that time are limited to one time only, and no prorated calculation of rent
or other fees shall be made.
@If the tenant wishes to move out before the contract ending month, the tenant must apply using the
designated form at least one month prior to the planned move-out date.
@ If the tenant moves out before the contract ending month, no refunds shall be made for any fees,
including rent and all other costs.
@ In the case of a fall semester move-out, staying is not permitted from March 25 to March 31.
In the case of a spring semester move-out, staying is not permitted from August 25 to August 31.
This restriction may be waived only if the management company gives special approval due to exceptional
circumstances.
® Before arriving in Japan, the tenant must pay in full the rent for the initial semester, fire and household
insurance fee, room cleaning fee, and bedding fee (optional).
® Monthly payment is not permitted. Payment is accepted only as a lump-sum payment per semester.
Not paying rent fee or paying rent fee late
@ If there is any unpaid fee, the management company may change the room key without the tenant’s consent.
@In the event of late payment, the tenant may be required to pay late payment damages.
@If company staff must visit the property to collect overdue rent or fees, the tenant shall be charged a
traveling fee of 3,000 yen (tax excluded) for the first visit and 6,000 yen (tax excluded) for the second visit.
Attitude
@The tenant must respect the opinions and rights of other residents.
@From 10:00 PM to 7:00 AM, the tenant must remain quiet.
s Acts such as speaking loudly, making noise, or any behavior that causes disturbance to the building or neighboring area are strictly prohibited.
@ Personal belongings must not be placed in shared areas and must be stored in the tenant’s designated storage space.
If personal belongings are left in shared areas, the management company may collect and dispose of them.
Use of Water Facilities and Shared Areas
(DAfter using shared areas, the tenant must clean any soiled areas for the next user.
@After using the kitchen, the tenant must return it to its original condition and wash used dishes immediately.
%O0nce dry, dishes and cooking utensils must be stored in the tenant’s designated space and must not be left in shared areas.
@The tenant must comply with the garbage duty schedule.
If the tenant is unable to perform the duty, the tenant must coordinate with other residents.
Garbage disposal rules specific to each share house must always be followed.
Prohibited conduct
@ Allowing anyone other than the registered tenant to stay or live in the room (including unreported guests).
(@Making structural modifications or alterations to the room.
@ Installing structures or making changes to the land or balcony.
@ Leaving items in shared areas such as stairs, hallways, corridors, living rooms, or shower booths.
® Allowing members of the opposite sex to enter gender-specific areas (female-only / male-only floors)
® Keeping pets or animals.
@ Bringing in or playing musical instruments such as pianos.
Smoking anywhere on the premises, including balconies, corridors, and shared spaces.
@© Bringing in large or excessive furniture or personal items.
@ Making noise that disturbs other residents or neighbors.
@ Causing bad odors or engaging in unsanitary or indecent acts.
@ Illegal parking by tenants or visitors (including motorcycles).
@ Using electricity, gas, or water excessively (e.g., leaving the air conditioner on while away).
@ Failing to follow the garbage disposal methods designated by the management company or local government.
@ Disturbing or fighting with other residents.
@® Using vacant rooms without permission or engaging in any act deemed inappropriate for communal living.
Guest Stay
In principle, stays by anyone other than the registered tenant are prohibited.
Only in unavoidable cases, the tenant must consult in advance.
Guest stay rules:  Consultation required at least 3 days prior to the planned stay
Utility fee: 2,500 yen per night (tax-free) / Maximum stay period: one month /~ Maximum number of guests: one person
% If a guest stays at or after 10:00 PM without prior consultation, it shall be regarded as an unauthorized stay.
Other Important Notes
@ If the tenant loses a key, a replacement fee of 6,000 yen (tax included) will be charged.
Additional fees may apply if travel is required or if replacement occurs outside business hours or on
company holidays.
@ Replacement of consumable items in the room (e.g., light bulbs, remote-control batteries) shall be done by the tenant.
@ Any malfunction or defect of facilities or equipment must be reported promptly to BeGood Japan.
@ The tenant agrees that security cameras are installed in shared areas for security management and record verification purposes.
About bicycle parking fee
@To use the bicycle parking area, the tenant must apply in advance and attach the company-designated registration sticker.
please send us the application form in advance and put the BGJ specified parking sticker on your bicycle.
@The bicycle parking fee is 500 yen per month and shall be charged as a lump sum for the entire contract period.
% The fee is not prorated, and no refunds shall be made in the event of early termination.
Upon Move-in
DAIl residents must download the application "L\, \45Ehome (Ii Seikatsu Home)" which is used as primary source of contact with us.
@Al notifications will be sent via this application, and the tenant is responsible for checking messages and notices.
@ Within seven days of moving in, the tenant must check the condition of the room and facilities and
report any damage or defects using the Move-in / Move-out Inspection Form.
If no report is submitted within this period, the room shall be deemed free of defects and accepted by the tenant.
@Sending or delivering luggage before move-in is not permitted.
Upon Move-out
®The tenant must perform minimum cleaning of the room and exclusive-use areas.
@Any damage caused intentionally or by negligence in the room or shared areas shall be repaired at the tenant’s expense.
@Al personal belongings must be removed from shared areas such as storage boxes, shoe racks, refrigerators, umbrella stands, and bicycle parking areas.
@Even if equipment or fixtures were installed with approval, they must be removed upon move-out, and no purchase or compensation may be requested.
(®Equipment approved for remaining after move-out may be treated as donated items.
®Any belongings left after move-out shall be deemed abandoned, and the management company may dispose of them.
@Al costs related to removal or disposal shall be borne by the tenant.
Disclaimer
(For theft prevention, the tenant must always ensure that the entrance and room doors are locked.
@The management company and landlord shall not be liable for any theft, loss, or damage occurring within the property.
@The management company and landlord shall not be responsible for any theft, injury, or damage arising between residents or involving third parties.
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
